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Property Management in Residential Communities:
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Abstract: In the process of urban construction in China, with the construction of
a large number of residential quarters, in addition to the core elements such as the
geographical location and construction quality of the residence itself, people are
paying more and more attention to the quality of the community's property services.
The level of property services has gradually become one of the important value factors
of residential communities. How to improve the quality of property management
services in residential communities has always been a question worthy of discussion.
Property management belongs to the service industry. For China, the service industry
is still a relatively weak link. Mature property management has a large market space
and development space in the vast real estate market economy. It is a challenge and an
opportunity for domestic property management companies.
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
