Abstract: Holistic Approach towards Foreign Language Teaching proposed by Professor Han Baocheng
(2018) helps students improve their English reading ability and develop their core literacy. Based on
this concept, a teaching model of “online + offline” whole book reading was proposed, and the whole
book reading teaching plan of The Little Prince was designed in three steps (infiltration, interaction,
and presentation).
