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The Duality of Self-verification Effect and its Boundary Conditions

Abstract: Self-verification theory assumes that individuals tend to strive to maintain their self-views, even
if they are negative. The present study summarizes the positive and negative effects of self-verification on
individuals and explores two boundary factors that may have an impact on individual self-verification,
namely, the type of individual self-esteem and the scene in which they live. The possible directions of
future research are put forward. Firstly, explore the characteristics of individual self-verification in virtual
space. Secondly, explore the characteristics of self-verification of contemporary Chinese people who have
experienced rapid development and changes in Chinese society.
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
