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Digital Dissemination and Revitalization of “Dashuhua” in
the Perspective of Culture-tourism Integration

Abstract: Centering on Dashuhua—China’s national intangible cultural heritage—this study integrates literature review,

ethnographic fieldwork and comparative case analysis to interrogate the practical dilemmas and digital revitalization

pathways of the craft within culture-tourism contexts. Field investigations and digital-content mining in Queshan

(Henan) and Situ Town (Shanxi) reveal that Dashuhua’s contemporary communication is trapped in three mutually

reinforcing predicaments: narrative vacuity, spatial fragmentation and experiential superficiality. We subsequently

examine Situ Town’s “online-offline-metaverse” ecosystem as an empirical test of a “content-technology-industry”

revitalization model. Findings demonstrate that (1) Story-driven short videos can reconstruct culturally resonant

narratives, (2) VR/AR-enabled immersive scenes can deepen visitor engagement, and (3) Digital-IP extension of

creative chains can markedly enhance audience stickiness and economic conversion rates. The study concludes that

digital technologies are not merely instrumental; they are constitutive forces that reconfigure the symbolic repertoire

of Dashuhua and re-embed local cultural identity, thereby offering a replicable, systems-level paradigm for the creative

transformation and innovative development of folk heritage amid culture-tourism integration.
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
