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Research on Promoting University Campus Culture
Construction Based on Local Culture: A Case Study of
Hangzhou City University

Abstract: Against the backdrop of globalization and the massification of higher education, the construction of university
campus culture faces issues of homogenization and a lack of distinctive characteristics. Deeply integrating local cultural
resources serves as an effective pathway for building a distinctive and substantive university campus culture and
achieving the goal of cultural education. Taking the interactive relationship between “local culture” and “campus culture”
as the theoretical foundation, and using Zhejiang University City College as a typical case study, this paper systematically
analyzes its innovative practices in transforming Hangzhou’s local cultural resources into educational elements
through various dimensions such as the curriculum system, practical teaching, ideological and political education,
and spatial landscape. The research indicates that constructing campus culture based on local culture can effectively
enhance students” cultural identity and sense of belonging, shape the university’s unique characteristics, and promote
the inheritance and innovation of local culture. Finally, from the three levels of concept, mechanism, and carrier, this
paper proposes systematic implementation paths for building a “university-city cultural symbiosis’, aiming to provide
theoretical reference and practical insights for similar universities.
