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Abstract: Guided by the Outcomes-Based Education (OCE) philosophy, this study comprehensively investigated the
problems in the construction and evaluation of physical education curriculum systems in higher education through
empirical research and case analysis , and put forward a reconstruction route for the curriculum system targeted at
enhancing students’ abilities, employing sports events and activities as means and incorporating a multi - aspect
evaluation framework; After implementing the preliminary implementation of the OBE concept in 10 universities
across Hubei Province, students’ physical capacity increased by 15.7% and their contentment with the courses went
up by 22.3%, offering a theoretical basis and practical experience for the reform of physical education teaching in
higher education.
